2. Meet the following admission requirements:

On entering our Pre-K program, the child must turn four years old by July 31st of the current school year.  
On entering kindergarten, the child must be five years of age by July 31st.  All students entering kindergarten must be able to pass satisfactorily a developmental readiness screening to ascertain their readiness for the kindergarten program.

All students entering the first grade must be six years of age by July 31st  and must be able to pass satisfactorily a first grade screening test to ascertain their readiness for the first grade program.

Students entering all other grades must provide recent standardized test scores or take a placement test, which we administer at the time of the interview.

3. When the application file is complete, the school office will contact you to schedule an interview.

4. An interview will be conducted and students may be tested before placement.

5. The $230 books and activities fee must be paid in full for Pre-K through Seventh grade by June 30th. This fee includes the costs for books, field trips, bus rentals and other classroom/school activities. Children whose books/activities fees aren’t paid by the first day of school, will not be allowed to start school. If enrolling after June 30th  book fees are due at the time of enrollment.  
6. Financial arrangements for tuition must be made with the school office.
Concord Christian School operates with a selective admissions process.  Once open Admissions begins and requirements for admissions are met, applications will be taken on a first-come-first-served basis.   

To educate students in accordance to biblical truths, it is necessary, as part of the admission process, for parents to 
sign a Financial Agreement & Statement of Cooperation (Amos 3:3). Cooperation between the parents and 
school is so important that CCS reserves the right to remove a child based on the parent(s) conduct and action. 
Following is the Financial Agreement & Statement of Cooperation:

FINANCIAL AGREEMENT & STATEMENT OF COOPERATION
1. I have read and understand the school's philosophy of Christian education and its statement of faith and am in agreement with both as written in the Concord Christian School Handbook.

2. I will support the school by involvement in parent/teacher conferences, parent meetings and other school-sponsored meetings and activities.

3. I have read and agree to actively participate in the Volunteer Program of Concord Christian School as stated in the Parent/Student Handbook.
4. I give my permission for my child to take part in all school activities including school-​sponsored trips away from the school premises.  I absolve the school from liability to me or my child because of any injury to my child at school or during any school activity, with the understanding that insurance will be maintained on my child during the school year.
5. I understand the standards of Concord Christian School in that they will not tolerate profanity, obscenity in word or action, dishonor to the Word of God, or disrespect to the personnel or students of the school.
6. I herewith agree to authorize this school to employ such discipline as it deems wise and expedient for my child; I both understand and agree with their policies in this area. (Proverbs 13:24, Proverbs 22:6; Proverbs 22:15)
7. Realizing that my attitude toward the teachers and policies of Concord Christian School affects the emotional and academic stability of my child, I will support and uphold the ideals of the school in every way and will abide by the discipline and regulations of this administration. (1 Thessalonians 5:13)
8. At no time will I participate in destructive criticism of the staff or the school to my child or others, but instead, if a problem arises, regarding our child, I agree that I will adhere to the policy of 1) discussing the issue with the child's teacher, 2) if not resolved, discussing the issue with the administrator and teacher, and 3) if the issue remains unresolved, to contact the President of the Board to set up a private meeting to discuss the issue with the School Board as indicated in Matthew 18:15.  I understand that in certain circumstances, depending on the nature of the parental concern, it may be appropriate to omit the first and second steps.  These steps will be addressed privately and confidentially.

9. In making application for my child, I fully understand that Concord Christian School does not accept children on a month-to-month basis, nor on a one-semester basis.  Upon enrolling my child, I affirm that I am morally and financially obligated to maintain enrollment for the complete school year. It is my understanding that the school's policy is to make no refund on registration fees or tuition. (2 Corinthians 8:21)

10. I pledge to pay tuition and fees in a timely manner.  I understand that my child may be dismissed when an account is two installment payments delinquent.  In the case of unexpected financial hardship, it is my responsibility to contact the school office to arrange a meeting with the Administrator.

            11.  A spot for the upcoming year will not be held for a student if any tuition or fees are past due by 30 days or
                   more.  A student may not begin school in the fall until all amounts due for the prior year are paid in full by             

                   June 30.  

12.  I understand that there will be no reduction in tuition for time missed by our child due to illness  

       or other reasons.
13. I understand that if our child is dismissed or withdrawn during or at the end of the school year,  

       student records will not be released to anyone until the school account is paid in full.

Admissions Philosophy and Guidelines

There are many different types of Christian schools.  For example, there are college-prep, university-model schools, Christian reform, parochial, discipleship and evangelistic schools.  The desire of all of these is to see God glorified through providing children with a Christian education and strengthening the family, church and community.  However, each type has unique objectives and areas in which they work.

CCS is designed to be a primarily discipleship Christian school with the emphasis being mentoring and training students to change their world for Jesus Christ.  We believe this type of school offers the greatest opportunity for teaching spiritual truths to individual students and seeing growth as believers.  Students who wholeheartedly apply themselves and “study to show [themselves] approved by God” (2 Timothy 2:15) will offer the highest potential of testimony to the community and the highest potential for evangelism on the part of the students and the school.  

Therefore, we hire only Christian faculty and staff, combined with the use of Christian curriculum which uses the Bible as the sole authority in evaluating truth, determining practices, and as the basis of our faith. 

Guidelines:

1. Students primarily will be accepted who are already Christian or those who have at 

least one custodial Christian parent and/or guardian.  

2. At least one or both parents/guardians must fully agree with and strive to live by CCS Statement of Faith.  In addition, all custodial parents and/or guardians must be in agreement with our Statement of Cooperation.

3. Admittance into CCS is determined by the Admissions Committee consisting of the CCS Administrator and a CCS Classroom Teacher.
4. Prior to admittance, each student’s custodial Christian parent/guardian is requested to provide a completed pastor’s letter of reference from the Bible-believing church he/she is actively involved in and two character references from non-family members, and testimony of salvation.

5. Prior to admittance, the student will be screened for academic strengths and weaknesses.

6. It must be understood that attendance at CCS is a privilege and not a right.  This privilege may be forfeited by any student and/or parent who does not conform to the school’s standard of conduct and/or who is unwilling to adjust to the environment.

7. CCS admits students of any race, national, and ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school and non-discriminatory in its policies and practices.

8. CCS reserves the right to select students based on religious commitment, academic performance or readiness, lifestyle choices, volunteer capabilities, and a willingness to cooperated with CCS administration and policies.

CCS Statement of Faith

Our statement of faith is based on the Fourteen Historical Beliefs of the Christian Faith.  These can be seen in their detailed description in the Doctrinal Statement of Concord Baptist Church.  The following is a brief description of each.

1. We believe the Bible is the Holy Word of God. (2 Timothy 3:15-17; 1 Thessalonians 2:13)

2. We believe in the omnipotent, omniscient and eternal God of creation, existing in three persons. (John 1:1-14, Colossians 2:8-9)

3. We believe that Jesus Christ is God's Only Son. (John 3:16; Colossians 1:17; Isaiah 7:14)

4. We believe in the Holy Spirit. (John 14:16-26; 16 7-11)

5. We believe that all people are sinners (Isaiah 53:6; Romans 3:23; Ephesians 2:1-4)

6. We believe that salvation is available to all through Jesus Christ alone. (Ephesians 2:8-9; Romans 10:9-10)

7. We believe in the reality of Heaven. (Revelation 21:10-17; Hebrews 12:22-24)

8. We believe in the reality of Hell. (Revelation 20:11-15; Matthew 25:41; Mark 9:43)

9. We believe in the reality of Satan. (2 Corinthians 11:14; Isaiah 14:12-17)

10. We believe that Christians have the Holy Spirit living in them, empowering and enabling them to be what God wants them to be. (Galatians 2:20; Ephesians 5:18; Acts 1:8)

11. We believe in the local Church. (Acts 2:41-47; Matthew 16:18; Hebrews 10:25)

12. We believe that Baptism and Communion are Church ordinances but are not required for salvation. (Romans 6:1-5; 1 Corinthians 11:23-24)

13. We believe in giving back to the Lord. (Luke 6:38; Malachi 3:10; Leviticus 27:30)

14. We believe in local and world evangelism. (Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; Acts 1:8)

Returning Student Reenrollment Fee… $75 (when paid before March 1)




This fee is nonrefundable. Reenrollment begins February 1. Open enrollment begins 


March 1. CCS cannot guarantee a spot for returning students who have not reenrolled 


before March 1.

Methods for Payment of Tuition

1. Pay in full for the year by August 1.

2. Pay by semester – 
First semester due August 1


Second semester due on the day school resumes in January

3. Pay Monthly – CCS participates in the SMART Tuition Management Program. Monthly payments are made to SMART from June through April. Those using this program will have the option of paying on the 10th or the 20th of each month. Payment may be made by check, money order, credit card or by automatic deductions from your account. There is an annual administrative charge of $45 to use the SMART service. 

Enrollment forms for the SMART Tuition Management Program must be completed and returned to the CCS office by April 27, 2012.

4. Before and After Care charges may be included with your SMART Program if you so choose. Please be sure you mark the appropriate boxes on your enrollment agreement.


Late Fee



When an in-full payment is 10 days late, a late fee of $40 will be added.

Admissions

Concord Christian School operates with a selective admissions process.  Once open Admissions begins and requirements for admissions are met, applications will be taken on a first-come-first-served basis.

Concord Christian School admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to all of the rights, privileges, programs and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school. Concord Christian School does not discriminate in its admissions on the basis of race, color, national, and ethnic origin in the administration of its educational policies, admissions policies, financial aid programs, and other school-administered programs.


Family Financial Assistance (FFA)

Family Financial Assistance (FFA) is available to CCS families. FFA is a needs-based program for which you may qualify. In order to assess need, CCS uses the services of FACTS to confidentially evaluate the financial status of a family that may need assistance with paying tuition. Once the FACTS form is completed and the necessary documentation has been sent, CCS will receive a confidential evaluation which we will use to help determine the amount of FFA for the family.
As a general rule of thumb, those with an adjusted gross income (AGI) of less than $42,000 will probably qualify for FFA. Some exceptions can occur such as when a business 
shows losses that cause their AGI to fall below $42,000 or when a family has assets, such as rental property or a farm. However, we still recommend that these families apply for FFA.
If your AGI is over $42,000, then your tuition must be at least 10% of your AGI before you will qualify for FFA (i.e. an AGI of $60,000 would require a total family tuition of $6,000 or 
more to qualify for FFA).
The maximum amount of FFA available per family is 40%.

Applications for FFA are made directly to FACTS with a processing fee that is paid directly to that company. Families that are interested in applying for FFA, please contact the school office by May 15, 2012. Detailed information will be provided at that time.


Referral Program



Assistance to parents for tuition costs is available through the CCS Referral Program. For 

each student (not including siblings) you refer to CCS that officially enrolls and attends in 

the fall, you will receive a $200 discount toward your child’s tuition. You are required to 

complete a referral card or make sure that the new family shares your name with us at 

the time of enrollment. For those paying through the SMART program, the discount will 

be deducted from one or more of your monthly tuition payments in the fall.
